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What it means to be a Scientologist 
In the following article LRH 
explains the background of 
Scientology and the 
importance of getting trained 
as an auditor in order to gain 
a full understanding of the 
mechanics of the mind and 
become truly able to help 
others. 

The gateway into Scientology 
is the desire to achieve a gain by 
the use of Scientology. The desired 
gain would be die achievement of 
having a philosophy of life that can 
apply to life. Scientology is an 
applied philosophy. 

Now you, a Scientologist, think 
of yourself undoubtedly as being 
something new under die sun but 
this is not true. If you carefully 
look over Greek philosophers, the 
basic customs and belief of man 
over a long period of time - I am 
now talking in terms of tens of 
thousands of years, as far back as 
you can reach - you will find out 
that we are echoing, in 
Scientology, his hopes and his 
aspirations. We are echoing the 
tilings for which he has fought, 
the things which he has tried to 
attain in life. We are in the best tra­
dition of man's philosophy on the 
subject of man. Just because the 
data has been summated and 
pulled into sharp importances 
which evaluate and which then do 

more for man than philosophy had 
done before, does not divorce us 
from this very long track at least 
2,500 consecutive years from the 
earliest records we have on think-
ingness. The early philosopher was 
trying to shake apart some of the 
basic data of the universe and 
understand it. He was trying to 
hang things together. We acftially 

arc working in direct succession, 
very direct succession, from some­
where in the neighborhood of 
2,500 to 3,000 years of what's 
considered formal philosophy. We 
don't vary anything off of this line 
at all. But there has been a varia-
ti( >n within the last century. 

An educated man, a few cen­
turies ago was expected to know a 

great deal about human behavior 
and livingness, but something hap­
pened between then and now. Take 
an educated man of today and 
you'll find him with no command 
of basic philosophy. No feeling of 
humanity or understanding of his 
human race. Quite informative. 

In the last century there was a 
tremendous departure from for­

mal philosophy. Psychology has 
always been the study of the mind 
or spirit. "Psyche" is Greek for 
spirit. But modern psychology has 
nothing to do with the mind or 
the spirit. Or with man's soul or 
anything. It's simply some kind of 
a dissertation on brain cells or 
brain function and demonstrates 
conclusively that all thought 
comes from mass and that man is 
an animal and that's that. And 
these words of great wisdom have 
complete variance from anything 
that had been said in all the cen­
turies preceding. They were 
uttered by a chap by the name of 
Wundt in Leipzig, Germany, in 
1879. He's the only autiiority for 
modern psychology as taught in 
universities and he has no bearing 
whatsoever on anything else man 
has ever thought on the subject of 
his own livingness and beingness. 

Now you realize that, today, 
the bulk of the human race is 
walking around with the belief 
that there is something wrong 
somewhere, but they don't quite 
know what it is. The hideous 
thing is that people at large are 
not aware of a very interesting 
thing - that anything at all can be

done about anybody. 
They are not aware that any­

thing can be done about anybody. 
The cop who gives you a ticket 
takes it in his normal stride that 
tiiis is just die way it is. The hos­
pital attendants who pick the 
remains out of the drunken dri­
ving wreck, the very best diought 
in various professions that should 
have to do with this, are all agreed 
diat there is nothing you can do 
about it. 

Now someplace along the line, 
some group had to take over the 
responsibility of turning the tide 
of this course of thought. That's 
Scientology. Improvement is the 
common denominator of all our 
ideas. We have know-how. 
Scientology, for the first time in 
man's history, can predictably 
raise intelligence, increase ability, 
bring about a return of the ability 
to play a game and permits man to 
escape from the dwindling spiral 
of his own disabilities. Life can be 
put back into the devitalized. One 
can take the so-called "normal" 
person and send his state of being 
up to levels of brilliance and suc­
cess not possible before. And it 
can be done with Scientology. 

One of the great truths of 
Scientology is that increased 
awareness is the only factor which 
offers any road out. That is an 
awfully simple truth, but you'll 
find out that people don't know 

that. They think that less aware­
ness is the road out - and that is 
the road down into the basement. 

There are those who believe in 
hypnotism, fixed loyalties of one 
kind or another, and the idea that 
nobody can do anything witii his 
mind anyhow. They believe that 
man is an animal, that he thinks 
with his brain. They believe and 
teach people, because they know 
these teachings are destructive, 
and all thought emanates from 
force only and that man has no 
soul and he has no mind. 

There is a battle which is going 
on in the world at this time and 
that should be understood. There 
is no good in the world that is not 
fought by some. The holiest saint, 
the purest knight, the most order­
ly group alike have been subjected 
to attacks since man's beginning. 
And Scientology is no exception. 
The turbulence of the society 
around us is fantastic. There is no 
just civil law left, really. It is that 
lawless and disorderly condition 
in the society about us which 
makes it hard for us to work. 

We live in a civilization where 
some madmen can sit in a govern­
ment chair telling everybody how 
bad it all is over there and so forth, 
then all of a sudden get 30 million 
people killed, as one fellow named 
Hider did. This is an interesting 
civilization and that is because 
people don't know who they are, 

or what they are, or where they are 
going or what they are doing. 

What happens to Scientology 
and Scientologists in a world of this 
character? Well, our basic attitude 
toward die world at large will have 
to be more and more an auditor's 
attitude if we are going to accom­
plish survival. (Auditor: A listener, 
or one who listens carefully to what 
people have to say. An auditor is a 
person trained and qualified in 
applying Scientology processes to 
others for their betterment.) It 
might be said diat we are starting 
from nearly nowhere and trying to 
go somewhere. However, we have 
die tools to do this. 

We have the whole world to 
handle now. We happen to be liv­
ing in a house full of people, a 
house called Eartii, and it's all full 
of people. If they consistently 
drop out of communication, and 
if their labors cease to afford pro­
duce and assistance to their neigh­
bors, is tiiere any hope that any­
body will be able to put them 
back into communication or back 
to work again? Is there any hope 
that this will take place? 

Yes, tiiere is a hope. We are rich 
in knowing how to exacdy handle 
such circumstances or conditions. 
Nobody knew before. That is fac­
tually true here on Earth. You will 
find yourself being more and 
more an auditor as time goes on. 

I think of an auditor as a per­

son with enough guts to do some­
thing about it. This quality is rare 
and this quality is courageous in 
the extreme. 

It is my opinion and knowledge 
that auditors are amongst the 
upper tenth of the upper twentieth 
of intelligent human beings. Their 
will to do, their motives, their abil­
ity to grasp and to use is superior 
to that of any other profession. 

This is a pretty daffy planet in a 
rather strenuous universe. When 
you start to introduce order into 
anything, disorder shows up and 
blows off. Therefore, efforts to 
bring order in the society or any 
part of it will be productive of dis­
order for a while. The more free 
people we have, the better we can 
control the confusion of an area. 
A group is as capable as it contains 
capable individual members. The 
more people who are trained, the 
more successful we will be. 

We're not now in this for play. 
Our personal futures depend on 
keeping going and making no 
major errors. It isn't a question of 
- "Is there something else?" 
There isn't. Nobody can be half in 
and half out of Scientology. 
Scientologists are Scientologists 
no matter what they do for a liv­
ing. The prize is regaining self and 
going free. If we're going to make 
this, we have to work at it person- ' 
ally, and as a group and work well. 

Therefore, every Scientologist 

should understand his own tech­
nology, codes and procedures. 

And use diem. That's the main 
lesson. We are die only group on 
Earth that does have a workable 
solution. It's time we realized it 
and used it, every one of us. We 
must set a high example of team­
work and dedication if we are to 
bring it off. 

Scientology can and does 
change human behavior for the 
better. It puts the individual under 
the control of himself - where he 
belongs. It is a science of life and it 
works. It handles the basic rules of 
life and it brings order into chaos. 
So let's grow up to our own tech­
nology and take responsibility for 
it. And do our jobs as 
Scientologists to the world. 

My purpose is to bring a bar­
barism out of die mud it thinks 
conceived it and to form, here on 
Earth, a civilization based on 
human understanding, not vio­
lence. 

That's a big purpose. A broad 
field. A star-high goal. 

But I think it's your purpose 
too.

Scientologists more and more 
have to move in and take on die 
hat of revitalizing the societies in 
which we are operating."

Mr. Jentzsch then briefed 
attendees on the just completed 
Public Relations Conference 
recendy held aboard the Free-
winds. The conference, attended 
by over 175 Scientologists, gave 
participants hands-on experience 
in handling PR activities, includ­
ing doing live TV interviews, writ­
ing press releases and planning 

and executing PR capers in ports 
visited by the Free winds. 

In closing his talk Mr. Jentzsch 
explained how the Scientology 
religion is gaining greater and 
greater recognition for its activities 
around the world. He urged all 
Scientologists to take action in 
their local communities and do 
their part to make Scientology 
technology more known and used. 

The widest doorway to the 
top of The Bridge 

Senior Case Supervisor Inter­
national, Mr. Ray Mithoff, 
announced the latest technical 
news and presented the student 
and preclear completions. He 
briefed attendees on actions 
being taken to make Scientology 
available to the entire population 
of the planet through transla­
tions, as well as the upcoming 
release of Super Power, the latest 
news on the construction of the 
new FSO technical delivery 
building and the formation of 
the New World Corps. 

In his talk Mr. Mithoff 
explained diat Los Angeles is the 
widest doorway to the top of The 
Bridge and that outside of Flag, 
ASHO is the place to get trained 
as an auditor. "You have ASHO," 
said Mr. Mitiioff, "which is near-

ing the end of its renovations. It 
is fantastic.

As one student who read the trans­
lated The Way to Happiness put it, 
"I am certain that die booklet will 
change the conditions in Croatia 
and I personally will do everything 
I can to see that a lot of people get 
this booklet." A consul at the 
Bosnian Embassy in Vienna, 
Austria stated, "This booklet is the 
most important thing for the peo­
ple in my country."

Doctor Xing Shuhua, from 
the city of Dalian, China,

A friend asked him 
if he would audit his girlfriend, 
then another friend wanted some 
auditing and then another. Pretty 
soon he had a lot of preclears. 
For the next 12 years his practice 
continually increased; he aver­
aged between 800 and 1400 
Well Done Auditing Hours 
per year. 

A few years later Trey got a 
request to go and deliver a 
Dianetics Seminar - in Nigeria! 
According to Trey, "There was 
one Scientologist in Nigeria who 
had promoted the seminar 
broadly, including banners in the 
city and coverage on a local tele­
vision station. I went, and it was 
a big event. The public who 

attended that seminar pulled 
together and that group became 
the mission of Lagos, Nigeria." 

After returning home, Trey got 
called ()tit again - this time to India! 

"This was similar to the event 
in Nigeria. There was one 
Scientologist in the country and 
holding this Dianetics Seminar 
was big news. In India, 
Scientology was viewed as fairly 
usual since the idea of man being 
a spirit is the norm in India. 

"But they didn't know what to 
do with their aching bodies, and 
Dianetics was a very exciting tech­
nology for them. Many profes­
sionals came to the seminar - doc­
tors, lawyers, teachers, important 
local businessmen and communi­
ty leaders. It was a great success!" 

As Trey put it, "I like being an 
auditor because you can follow a 
guy through life with whatever 
he needs." 

COUPLE TRAVELS THE 
UNITED STATES 
GETTING OTHERS UP 
THE BRIDGE 

Class VIII auditors Ron and 
Lyn Fiandaca have been field 
auditors for over a decade, travel­
ling the entire United States help­
ing people get up The Bridge. 

Formerly an officer in the 
Navy, Ron described how he got 
into Scientology, "I found a tick­
et to a Dianetics lecture in a 
nightclub in San Diego where I 
was stationed at the time. I went 
to the lecture, which was on 
ARC, and really liked what I 
heard. I signed up for the 
Communication Course and I 
was on The Bridge. Around that 
same time Lyn applied for a job 
as a receptionist in a nearby mis­
sion and rapidly became a 
Scientologist herself. We met and 
were married a year later." 

While still on active service in 
the Navy, Ron immediately start­
ed training as an auditor. He and 
Lyn both trained through the 
Saint Hill Special Briefing Course 
and the Class VIII Course. 

"Our practice is not organized 
to be in any one particular place, 
and we travel the country han­
dling people. We have become 
largely known through word of 
mouth. Friends and relatives of 
the people we have handled now 
reach to us for help. 

Ron Fiandaca described their 
successful action in procuring 
preclears, "Rather than just sit 
around waiting for a preclear, the 
best thing to do is to audit. Even 
if it is just to help out or a favor 
for a friend, just auditing and 
delivering auditing is the best 
thing any field auditor or anyone 
at all can do in life. You have to 
just keep auditing and keep your 
technical skills in good shape by 
doing cramming and drilling." 

He summed it up by stating, 
"Auditing is the most worth­
while activity a person can be 
involved in. There is nothing else 
I would ever want to do."

LIVING - AUDITING OTHERS! 
Auditor training has been key 

to the success of Divona 
and Michael Lewis. In addition 
to being full time auditors, 
Divona founded a school for 
children with artistic and the­
atrical skills and 
Michael writes 
screenplays for 
Hollywood pro­
ductions. Divona 
described how 
they got started as 
field auditors, "We 
tried all kinds of 
ways of making a 
living and were 
very unhappy. One 
day I couldn't take 
it anymore. I went home and 
told Michael, 'Wre're both 
trained. We can help people.' 
Then and there we decided to 
open our own field practice and 
start auditing others for a 
living." 

According to Michael, "The 
most exciting part about being a 
field auditor is watching the 
expansion of an individual - first 
they get their own lives togeth­
er and then they start to take 
responsibility for the world 
around them. 

Divona added,"For me, train­
ing will always be the senior 
activity. As an auditor trainee I 
could always co-audit on my 
processing, as an auditor I always 
have the tools to help others and 
to put order into their lives and 
the world. Being trained helps 

you to be stable and to make 
others more stable. Without 
training I would not be able to 
handle the activity and randomi-
ty of my life - being a full-time 
auditor, running my school and 

at the same time 
raising a family and 
moving up The 
Bridge myself." 

Divona des­
cribed her biggest 
win as an auditor: 
"With the vast data 
you learn on the 
Briefing Course 
you gain tremen­
dous certainty as 
an auditor. You 

expand the amount of tools you 
have as an auditor, increasing 
your confidence even more. 

"A friend of mine was diag­
nosed as having cancer. She was 
on various treatments for this, 
but the condition itself was not 
getting better. 

She was in financial ruin and 
effect of the situation. I decided 
I was going to handle her with 
auditing. 

"I did an extensive auditing 
program and because of my 
SHSBC training I was able to do 
technical actions I would not have 
known how to do otherwise.

A new examination done 
by her doctor found no trace of 
cancer - it was entirely gone."
