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WHAT HAS HAPPENED? 

A high-ranking Russian general has been killed during fighting 
in Ukraine, in what experts say will be a bitter blow 

for Russian leader Vladimir Putin. 
 

Andrei Sukhovetsky was the commanding general of the Russian 7th 
Airborne Division and a deputy commander of the 41st Combined 

Arms Army, and by far the most senior Russian figure 
to have died in the conflict so far. 



Sergey Chipilev, a deputy of the Combat Brotherhood 
Russian veterans group, wrote on social media: 

 
“With great pain, we learned the tragic news of the death of 

our friend, Major General Andrey Sukhovetsky, on the 
territory of Ukraine during the special operation. We 

express our deepest condolences to his family.” 



HOW WAS HE KILLED? 

A military source said Maj Gen Sukhovetsky had been killed 
by a sniper. 

 
Mr Putin confirmed that a general had been killed in a speech 

updating the Russian people on the progress of the 
conflict, eight days into the deadly invasion. 



SIGNIFICANCE 

The 47-year-old went to a military academy and kicked off 
his career as a platoon commander, before rising through the 

ranks to take a number of leadership positions - including 
chief of staff of the Guards airborne assault unit. 

 
He took part in Russia’s military campaign in Syria and was 

reportedly decorated for his role in the annexation of Crimea. 



 



The general had also reportedly been involved in campaigns 
in Abkhazia and the North Caucasus. 

 
He was a respected paratrooper who was practised in 

missions in “hostile territory”. 
 

Maj Gen Sukhovetsky’s death, will be seen as another sign 
Mr Putin’s war effort is not going to plan. 



 



 



The Ukrainian defence ministry also said that many senior 
Russian officers were killed or wounded. 

 
“The data obtained also indicate significant problems with 

communication in the occupier’s army and with the 
evacuation of their broken units,” said the 

Ukrainian defence ministry. 



 



Russia claims 498 of its soldiers have been killed in Ukraine and 
another 1,597 have been wounded. 

 
The UN human rights office says at least 227 civilians have been killed 
and 525 wounded in Ukraine since the start of the invasion a week ago. 

 
Ukraine’s state emergency service has said more than 2,000
